As you
begin this study, let’'s make the goal of this Bible Study crystal clear: To help you become like Jesus
in character and conduct through a personal study and group discussion of the Word of God.

To become like Jesus requires knowing Jesus and knowing Jesus requires knowing His Word.
So, you in? Let’s talk about how this study will work:

BIBLE STUDY

Each week you'll be given three days of Bible reading. The ESV translation for each reading is
provided within this workbook. Let me encourage you to not just read the Bible, study it. Use
the Highlighting Key on each page to emphasize where passeges speak to God’s character,
Gospel, commands, and promises. Circle words that jump out, underline phrases that you
need to find an answer to, and memorize verses that God uses to impact you.

H.E.A.R. STUDY

God doesn’t just want to simply inform you through His Word, He wants to transform you
through it. And to do that, we have to make sure we're hearing from Him as we’re studying.
Each week, you'll applying the Bible passeges you read previously by journaling your thoughts
and prayers in a weekly H.E.A.R. Study. A chart is included to provide greater detail but this
is a quick summary:

Highlight - pick a few verses from the passage each day to focus on. You can highlight
them in your Bible.

Explain - seek a clear understanding of the passage by asking questions and seeking
answers from a deeper study of the Word

Apply - reads for more than information, read for application in your everyday life.
Reflect - slow down to allow the passage to dwell in your heart and in your mind.

"And they have no root in
themselves, but endure for a while; then, when tribulation or persecution arises on account of the word, immediately they fall away. '®And others are
the ones sown among thorns. They are those who hear the word, ®but the cares of the world and the deceitfulness of riches and the desires for other
things enter in and choke the word, and it proves unfruitful. 2°But those that were sown on the good soil are the ones who hear the word and accept
it and bear fruit, thirtyfold and sixtyfold and a hundredfold.”

21And he said to them, “Is a lamp brought in to be put under a basket, or under a bed, and not on a stand? ??For nothing is hidden except to be made
manifest; nor is anything secret except to come to light. 2°If anyone has ears to hear, let him hear.” 2*And he said to them, “Pay attention to what you
hear: with the measure you use, it will be measured to you, and still more will be added to you. ?°For to the one who has, more will be given, and from
the one who has not, even what he has will be taken away.”

26And he said, “The kingdom of God is as if a man should scatter seed on the ground. 2’He sleeps and rises night and day, and the seed sprouts and
grows; he knows not how. 2The earth produces by itself, first the blade, then the ear, then the full grain in the ear. 2°But when the grain is ripe, at once
he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come.”

3°And he said, “With what can we compare the kingdom of God, or what parable shall we use for it? ®'It is like a grain of mustard seed, which, when
sown on the ground, is the smallest of all the seeds on earth, *?yet when it is sown it grows up and becomes larger than all the garden plants and puts
out large branches, so that the birds of the air can make nests in its shade.”

3With many such parables he spoke the word to them, as they were able to hear it. **He did not speak to them without a parable, but privately to his
own disciples he explained everything.

350n that day, when evening had come, he said to them, “Let us go across to the other side.” **And leaving the crowd, they took him with them in the
boat, just as he was. And other boats were with him. 3’And a great windstorm arose, and the waves were breaking into the boat, so that the boat was
already filling. *®But he was in the stern, asleep on the cushion. And they woke him and said to him, “Teacher, do you not care that we are perishing?”
%And he awoke and rebuked the wind and said to the sea, “Peace! Be stilll” And the wind ceased, and there was a great calm. “°He said to them,
“Why are you so afraid? Have you still no faith?” “'/And they were filled with great fear and said to one another, “Who then is this, that even the wind
and the sea obey him?”

13 So he gave them
permission. And the unclean spirits came out and entered the pigs; and the herd, numbering about two thousand, rushed down the steep bank into

3Now many saw them going and recognized them, and they ran there on foot from all the towns and got
there ahead of them. 3*When he went ashore he saw a great crowd, and he had compassion on them,
because they were like sheep without a shepherd. And he began to teach them many things. *And
when it grew late, his disciples came to him and said, “This is a desolate place, and the hour is now late.
%Send them away to go into the surrounding countryside and villages and buy themselves something
to eat.” ¥But he answered them, “You give them something to eat.” And they said to him, “Shall we go
and buy two hundred denarii worth of bread and give it to them to eat?” *®And he said to them, “How
many loaves do you have? Go and see.” And when they had found out, they said, “Five, and two fish.”
%9Then he commanded them all to sit down in groups on the green grass. “°So they sat down in groups,
by hundreds and by fifties. ' And taking the five loaves and the two fish, he looked up to heaven and said
a blessing and broke the loaves and gave them to the disciples to set before the people. And he divided
the two fish among them all. “2And they all ate and were satisfied. “*And they took up twelve baskets full
of broken pieces and of the fish. “*And those who ate the loaves were five thousand men.
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Immediately he made his disciples get into the boat and go before him to the other side, to Bethsaida,
while he dismissed the crowd. “6And after he had taken leave of them, he went up on the mountain to
pray. “And when evening came, the boat was out on the sea, and he was alone on the land. “And he
saw that they were making headway painfully, for the wind was against them. And about the fourth watch
of the night he came to them, walking on the sea. He meant to pass by them, “but when they saw him
walking on the sea they thought it was a ghost, and cried out, %°for they all saw him and were terrified. But
immediately he spoke to them and said, “Take heart; it is |.

53\When they had crossed over, they came to land at Gennesaret and moored to the shore. *And when
they got out of the boat, the people immediately recognized him °and ran about the whole region and
began to bring the sick people on their beds to wherever they heard he was. 6And wherever he came,
in villages, cities, or countryside, they laid the sick in the marketplaces and implored him that they might
touch even the fringe of his garment. And as many as touched it were made well.

"Now when the Pharisees gathered to him, with some of the scribes who had come from Jerusalem, 2they
saw that some of his disciples ate with hands that were defiled, that is, unwashed. 3(For the Pharisees
and all the Jews do not eat unless they wash their hands properly, holding to the tradition of the elders,

vain do they worship me, teaching as doctrines the commandments of men.’

8You leave the commandment of God and hold to the tradition of men.” °And he said to them, “You have
a fine way of rejecting the commandment of God in order to establish your tradition! ™For Moses said,
‘Honor your father and your mother’; and, ‘Whoever reviles father or mother must surely die.” "'But you
say, ‘If a man tells his father or his mother, “Whatever you would have gained from me is Corban” ’ (that
is, given to God)— "?then you no longer permit him to do anything for his father or mother, *thus making
void the word of God by your tradition that you have handed down. And many such things you do.”

“And he called the people to him again and said to them, “Hear me, all of you, and understand: *There
is nothing outside a person that by going into him can defile him, but the things that come out of a person
are what defile him.” "And when he had entered the house and left the people, his disciples asked him
about the parable. '®And he said to them, “Then are you also without understanding? Do you not see that
whatever goes into a person from outside cannot defile him, "°since it enters not his heart but his stomach,
and is expelled?” (Thus he declared all foods clean.) °And he said, “What comes out of a person is what
defiles him. 2'For from within, out of the heart of man, come evil thoughts, sexual immorality, theft, murder,
adultery, 2>coveting, wickedness, deceit, sensuality, envy, slander, pride, foolishness. 2°All these evil things
come from within, and they defile a person.”
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And from there he arose and went away to the region of Tyre and Sidon. And he entered a house and did not want
anyone to know, yet he could not be hidden. *But immediately a woman whose little daughter had an unclean spirit
heard of him and came and fell down at his feet. 2Now the woman was a Gentile, a Syrophoenician by birth. And she
begged him to cast the demon out of her daughter. 2’And he said to her, “Let the children be fed first, for it is not right
to take the children’s bread and throw it to the dogs.” 26But she answered him, “Yes, Lord; yet even the dogs under
the table eat the children’s crumbs.” 2°And he said to her, “For this statement you may go your way; the demon has
left your daughter.” *°And she went home and found the child lying in bed and the demon gone.

8Then he returned from the region of Tyre and went through Sidon to the Sea of Galilee, in the region of the Decapolis.
%2And they brought to him a man who was deaf and had a speech impediment, and they begged him to lay his hand
on him. %And taking him aside from the crowd privately, he put his fingers into his ears, and after spitting touched
his tongue. **And looking up to heaven, he sighed and said to him, “Ephphatha,” that is, “Be opened.” **And his ears
were opened, his tongue was released, and he spoke plainly. *®And Jesus charged them to tell no one. But the more
he charged them, the more zealously they proclaimed it. ¥’And they were astonished beyond measure, saying, “He
has done all things well. He even makes the deaf hear and the mute speak.”

In those days, when again a great crowd had gathered, and they had nothing to eat, he called his disciples to him
and said to them, 2“| have compassion on the crowd, because they have been with me now three days and have
nothing to eat. *And if | send them away hungry to their homes, they will faint on the way. And some of them have
come from far away.” “And his disciples answered him, “How can one feed these people with bread here in this
desolate place?” SAnd he asked them, “How many loaves do you have?” They said, “Seven.” 8And he directed the
crowd to sit down on the ground. And he took the seven loaves, and having given thanks, he broke them and gave
them to his disciples to set before the people; and they set them before the crowd. “And they had a few small fish.
And having blessed them, he said that these also should be set before them. 8And they ate and were satisfied. And
they took up the broken pieces left over, seven baskets full. °And there were about four thousand people. And he
sent them away. '°And immediately he got into the boat with his disciples and went to the district of Dalmanutha.

""The Pharisees came and began to argue with him, seeking from him a sign from heaven to test him. ?And he sighed
deeply in his spirit and said, “Why does this generation seek a sign?
